Following the targeting of
the school building by an American missile, a number of innocent students lost their
lives, and this tragedy left a lasting wound on human conscience and the collective

memory of society.
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Today, in recognition of a historical, human, and cultural responsibility, the aim is
not merely to rebuild this site, but to transform it into an educational and memorial
complex—one in which learning and awareness stand alongside the memory and
names of the martyrs through an architectural expression that is enduring,
meaningful, and identity-forming.
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This project seeks to create, out of devastation, a vision of life, hope, resilience, and
renewal: a place that responds to the functional needs of a contemporary educational
environment while also serving as a dignified memorial honoring the YA student
martyrs of this tragedy.
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Accordingly, architects, urban designers, artists, researchers, and professionals in
the fields of architecture and design, both nationally and internationally, are invited

to contribute their ideas and expertise toward shaping a proposal worthy of this
human tragedy and this cultural responsibility.

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The complex should simultaneously establish a dynamic, safe, inspiring, and human-
centered educational environment, as well as a profound, contemplative, and lasting
memorial space within the urban context of Minab.
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General Framework and Design Requirements
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According to the initial project brief, each of the two schools is to be designed on a
site of approximately ©,+++ square meters, and the design must comply with the
regulations and standards for educational spaces set forth in Publication No. 14V of
the Planning and Budget Organization of Iran.

The architectural program must also include the appropriate planning and design of
the following spaces:
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Educational spaces
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Administrative spaces
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Cultural spaces
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Sports facilities
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Schoolyards and open areas
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Memorial space and symbolic, identity-related elements associated with the
student martyrs
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Expected Design Approach
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Participants are expected to develop proposals that go beyond the mere design of an
educational complex. This project calls for an approach capable of balancing
function, meaning, climate, local context, memory, and human dignity.
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To this end, particular attention should be paid to the following principles in the
development of the design concept and spatial organization:
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\. Architecture Responsive to the Local Climate and Context
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The design should be grounded in a sound understanding of the climatic,
geographical, cultural, and social conditions of Minab, drawing upon the potentials

of local and climate-responsive architecture to create a sustainable, appropriate, and
humane environment.
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Y. Compliance with Technical Principles and Educational Standards
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All spaces must be designed in accordance with professional architectural principles,
safety, comfort, spatial legibility, functional quality, and the official standards
governing school design.
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Y. Representation of the Human Dimension of the Tragedy
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The memorial space should be designed not only to honor the memory of the YA
student martyrs, but also to express the depth of human suffering caused by the
targeting of the school. It should offer an architectural narrative that, through a

dignified, profound, and affecting language, invites reflection, empathy, and
remembrance.
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f. Linking Education with Hope and Resilience
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The complex should embody a living and forward-looking spirit—one that, while

acknowledging loss, also conveys a clear message of hope, awareness, renewal,
resilience, and the continuity of life.
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4. Creating a Cultural and Social Landmark for the City of Minab
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The final design should transcend its functional role and become a lasting and
identity-bearing landmark within the urban image of Minab—one that takes its place
in the cultural memory of the community and expresses the relationship between
education, human dignity, and historical remembrance.

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This call is issued with the aim of selecting a comprehensive, inspiring, and enduring
design—one that can:
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Provide a dynamic, safe, and high-quality educational environment for present
and future generations
